
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

The CGF Cup 2011 was played at Minthis Hills golf course and successfully concluded on 
Sunday, June 5, 2011. The CGF Cup pits teams from all Federation member clubs against each other 
and gives bragging rights to the winning team as the “Best Club” of the year. 

This year the event’s format was changed in view of the growing number of Federation 
Member Clubs, from 10-player teams to 8-player teams, with the best 6 stableford points scores 
counting. The competition was stableford points, of full hcp, from white tees for men and red tees 
for ladies. 

Twelve out of the thirteen CGF Member Clubs fielded teams this year, led by the defending 
Champion Team of 2010, Limassol Golf Club (LGC). Conditions on the day were exceptionally good as 
was the course, even though a couple of fairways are still undergoing repairs and conditioning.  

The eventual winners of this year’s CGF Cup were the local club of Paphos Golfers 
Association (PGA), with a total stableford score of 185 points. Secret Valley Golf Club (SVGC) was 
second on 178 points. The men’s individual prize went to Nik Yorke (PGA) with 37 points, while the 
Ladies individual prize went to the local youngster, Jessica Heap (MHGC) with 31 points.
